throughout the year Several teachers were also asked to evaluate how well these particular students processed and followed
directions in their classrooms as well The resulted indicated that by implementing a peer review session into the lab report
writing process the report score significantly improved The students who struggled at the beginning of the process were now
completing quality lab reports in half the time and the peer review rubrics were being scored with the highest marks Because
of these positive outcomes I know that peer review is an integral part of the learning process to produce quality lab reports
