acknowledge the past in conjunction with a reappraisal of what went wrong in that previous leadership will eventually and
inevitably force this issue into the present There is therefore a huge divergence between the Germans and the Japanese The

hikikomori lifestyle living in their parent s home not interacting with their peers and even refusing to emerge from their
bedrooms for decades Parents tolerate this odd behavior refusing to confront their child even refusing to acknowledge the
presence of their child as the years pass Similarly are the jouhatsu people who suddenly and without the slightest outward
change suddenly and inexplicably disappear Desperate to find the loved one the government refuses to assist because of
Japanese strict privacy laws I describe these aspects of Japanese society together with others similarly different from
Western society These are aspects of the Asian face that inscrutable and essentially unknown quantum so different from that



of the West Knowing the facts together with the statistics accompanying those facts does not imply understanding the As a
Westerner I review these manifestations without understanding the Japanese soul its core identity and substance I can
