research to analyze the data using Smart PLS 3 software FINDINGS The results indicated that employee voice is positively
associated with tacit knowledge sharing Furthermore it was found that tacit knowledge sharing is positively related to
employee innovation The findings demonstrated that tacit knowledge plays apartial mediating role in the association between
employee voice and employee innovation Additionally it was discovered that employee innovation has apositive association
with service recovery performance Finally the results indicate that employee innovation partially mediates the relationship
